3. 2. Number of entrants accepted and classes

3. 2. 1 Maximum number of entrants is limited to 60.

3. 2. 2 Eligible vehicles and classes

Eligible vehicles are those homologated at the date of scrutineering, according to the Prescriptions of the Appendix J to the International Sporting Code for year 2006.

Production vehicles (Group N) including Super 2000 Rally Cars are split up into the following number of cubic capacity classes:

N1: up to 1400cc

N2: over 1400cc and up to 1600cc

N3: over 1600cc and up to 2000cc

N4: over 2000cc (including Super 2000 Rally Cars)

Touring Cars (Group A), including Super 1600 Cars are split up into the following number of cubic capacity classes:

A5: up to 1400cc

A6: over 1400cc and up to 1600cc (including Super 1600 Cars)

A7: over 1600cc and up to 2000cc (excluding Kit car)

3. 3. Entry fees:

Entry form shall only be accepted if accompanied by the total entry fee or by a receipt of payment:

- 1500 UAH per crew accepting the Organizer’s optional advertising stickers in class N4

- 1300 UAH per crew accepting the Organizer’s optional advertising stickers in classes

- 900 UAH per crew accepting the Organizer’s optional advertising stickers in class N1

- 3000 UAH per crew refusing the Organizer’s optional advertising stickers in class N4

- 2600 UAH per crew refusing the Organizer’s optional advertising stickers in classes

A5, A6, A7, N3, N2

- 1800 UAH per crew refusing the Organizer’s optional advertising stickers in class N1

- 500 UAH per each crew in the team classification (in Ukrainian Championship only)
3. 4. Payment:

The payment method will be announced for each participant after receiving the filled application form.

3. 5. Refunds

Entry fee shall be refunded in full:

- to candidates whose entries have not been accepted

- in the case the Rally is not taking place

The organizer refunds 50% of the application fees to the participiants who could not take part in the rally due to "force majeure" acknowledged by the organizer or determined by relevant ASN in proper form

4. INSURANCE

4. 1. All participiants and drivers must be insured against accidents for an amount equivalent to no less than 5000 UAH.

4. 2. The Organizer holds no responsability to any damage towards competitors or drivers and their assets or to damage to outsiders and their assets.

4. 3. In case of accident, the participant and the driver shall fulfill the organizer's requirenments and release the right to protest against them.

4. 4. Civil liability insurance of the automobile owners who take part in the competition is carried out by the organizer according to the order defined by FAU and is in effect from the start of the competition for the automobile and until the moment of end of the competition or the moment of retirement, exclusion or disqualification. This insurance is active both on road sectors and special sites. The overall limit of liability according to the agreement of civil liability insurance which is provided by the organizer, is 550000 UAH. Of this, no more than 178.5 thou. UAH for one accident.

4. 5. All the automobiles that take part in the competition must have the policy of mandatory insurance of civil liability for owners of vehicles, provided in the active Ukrainian legislature. Overseas participants must have a policy of insurance of civil liability to therd party (of "green card" type), active on the territory of Ukraine.
5. ADVERTISING AND IDENTIFICATION

5. 1. Details concerning advertising:

Competitors are allowed to affix any kind of advertising to their cars, provided that:

- it is authorised by the national laws and the FIA regulations and General Prescriptions applying to all FIA Rally Championships, Trophies, Challenges or Cups;

- it is not likely to give offence;

- it does not encroach upon the spaces reserved for plates and competition numbers;

- it does not interfere with the crew's vision through the windows;

- the advertising spaces situated immediately above or immediately below the competition numbers, as well as the rally plates, are all reserved for the Organizer's advertising

- such advertising is obligatory and may not be refused by the competitors/entrants;

- competitors who accept the Organizer's optional advertising must reserve the appropriate spaces for it (see the Appendix III).
5. 2. Rally plates - Competition numbers:

5. 2. 1. Rally plates

The Organizing Committee shall supply each crew with two rally plates. The rally plates must be fixed to the front and rear of the car in a visible position for the duration of the Rally. The front plate must, under no circumstances, cover, even partially, the car's registration plates. Such an infringement shall result in a cash penalty.
5. 2. 2. Competition numbers

The Organizing Committee shall supply each crew with two competition numbers.

The competition numbers supplied by the Organizer must be placed on both front doors of the car during the whole running of the Rally.

6. TYRES

During the reconnaissance only commercialy-produced, road-homologized tires are allowed. Use of sports tures is prohibited during reconnaissance. It is allowed to use tires in accodance with the requirements specified in Appendix J of ISC during tests and competition.

7. FUEL

Only commercial grades of fuel are authorized for use.

Refuelling during the competition is allowed exclusively in the refuelling zones, outside the Service parks, and in additional refuelling zones for each Leg, as stated in the Road book.

8. RECONNAISSANCE

8. 1. Any practice on the track is forbidden.

8. 2. Reconnaissance is carried out under the conditions of the public traffic.

During the reconnaissance, the crews are to observe the traffic regulations in force in Ukraine. Unless otherwise indicated by a traffic sign, the maximum speed limit in the urban areas is 60 km/h, outside urban areas 90 km/h.
8. 3. It is forbidden to do reconnaissance with the competition car; it can only be carried out with a series car, according to the Article 14.3 of the FIA General Prescriptions.

10. 3. Other regulations:

Cars must be presented to the scrutineers with rally plates, competition numbers and optional advertising, if taken affixed.
10. 4. Coming late

Any crew who is presented for check with a delay that exceeds the limit specified be the competition's individual Regulations will not be admitted to start, barring cases of force majeure, acknowledged by the Sport Commissioners Collegium. In case of being late within the time that the technical inspection is in progress, the participant is fined in the amount of 10% of the application fee base tariff.

11. FEATURES OF THE RALLY

11. 1. Shakedown
Only automobiles declared for participation can take part in shakedown drives, and the outfit of the crew members who take part in the shakedown drives must fully conform to the outfit for participation in the rally. Every participant is entitled to triple passage of the shakedown section within the appointed time.

Location of shakedown: SS Simeiz.

Schedule: Thursday, 13th September, 2007, 16:00 - 19:00 h.

11. 2. Official time throughout the entire Rally:

Throughout the Rally, the official time will Ukrainian local time. Check time possible on Official  Watch in Rally Headquarters and on Official Watch on Control posts.
11. 3. Ceremonial start

Compulsory for all the crews. They must appear with their competition cars, wearing their overalls, in the pre-starting area (Podium, Yalta Quay, Yalta), from 16:00 h Friday, 14th September, 2007.
11. 4. Start of the rally

11. 5 The interval between competitors:

On Leg I is 2 minute for N drivers, and 1 minute for all other drivers.

On Leg II is 2 minute for N+5 drivers, and 1 minute for all other drivers.

Where N is the number of FIA priority drivers at the start of the rally.

11. 6. Time card change during the Rally

The Time card change procedure will be announced in additional bulletin.

11. 7. Starting system at the special stages

The start equipment and procedure used on SS will be described in the bulletin.

11. 8. Early entrance into the TC

The list of TC where crews are allowed to enter earlier without being penalised will be announced in additional bulletin.

11. 9. Control of cars during competition:

Final control of cars will be done at the finish of the Rally, while other controls shall be carried out according to the Scrutineer's decision.

11. 10. Identification of officials

Identification of officials will be described in the Bulletin.
11. 11. Accident reporting

If a driver taking part in a rally is involved in an accident in which a member of the public sustains physical injury, the driver concerned must report this to the next radio point as specified in the road book and signposted on the route. If he fails to observe this rule, the Stewards may impose on the crew responsible a penalty which may go as far as exclusion.

12. SAFETY CARS

The use of safety cars (Special “Gravel cars”) or any other means to verify route notes are not permitted in this rally.

for the 1st, 2nd and 3rd place in the General classification;

14. FINAL CHECKS AND PROTEST

14. 1. Final checks

After the finish podium, cars selected by the Stewards will be taken for the final checks, which will be carried out at the Final Checks Parc ferme, Yalta Quay, Yalta. The final checks will start on Sunday, 16th, September, 2007, at approximately 17:00 h. Crews are obliged to observe the instructions of the Organisers. The competitors are obliged to ensure that at least one representative or the entrant and the relevant number of mechanics are present at the final checks.
14. 2. Protest fees

Every protest shall be in writing and accompanied by a fee.

This fee may only be returned if the protest is upheld.

14. 2. 1 Sum of the protest fee is set to UAH 250 and a guarantee fee.
14. 2. 2 As for the protest involving clearly defined part of the car (engine, transmission, steering, braking system, electric installation, bodywork, etc.), which does not involve disassembling of a unit the a guarantee fee of UAH 250 is set.

14. 2. 3 As for the protest involving clearly defined part of the car (engine, transmission, steering, braking system, electric installation, bodywork, etc.), which involves disassembling of a unit the a guarantee fee of UAH 1000 is set.
14. 2. 4 Protest are not allowed against the whole car.

14. 2. 5 The expenses incurred by the work done on the car and its transport shall be borne by the claimant in the case the protest is unfounded, or by the competitor against whom the protest is lodged, in the case it is upheld.

14. 2. 6 If the protest is unfounded, and if the expenses incurred due to the protest (scrutineering, transport, etc.) are higher than the amount of the deposit, the difference shall be borne by the claimant. Conversely, if the expenses are less, the difference shall be returned to the claimant.
14. 3. Appeal fees

14. 3. 1 Sum of the national appeal fee (ASN) is set to UAH 500.

14. 3. 2 Sum of the international appeal fee (FIA) is set to EUR 6000.
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
